Motorized Vehicle Statement

cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for the child committing 

the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the 

competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges being filed against any of the above 

individuals in accordance with Chapter 6. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for individuals with 

disabilities are exempt from this rule. (If your competition bans motorized vehicles, please contact our office for 

further instruction.)

Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for 

individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule. The unsafe use of personal electronic 

transport devices, as determined by the competition officials and management in their sole 

discretion, that do not require a driver’s license to operate, including but not limited to 

segways, hover boards, and single wheeled scooters is prohibited on competition grounds. 

Operating such devices in areas where people gather may be deemed “unsafe use” if there is a 

risk of harm to others. If the operator of the device is a minor, the parent/legal guardian or 

individual who signs the entry blank as a parent or guardian of a minor operating the device in 

violation of this rule is accountable and may be subject to penalties. Wheelchairs and other 

mobility assistance devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.
